General information to participants

Bars
The center features several bars not least on the parterre floor, so it is recommended that you find your own favorite.

Bicycles
Available free of charge at the reception desk.

Busses
Bus 803 runs from the LO-school to downtown Elsinore and the train station every 30 minutes. Ask the secretariat or the reception for details.

Check out
On the departure day the room should be left not later than 9:00 am.

Coffee
Coffee and tea are available throughout the day in the lounge area.

Conference dinner
The conference dinner will be on Wednesday evening. 

Conference packages
The Conference fee covers participation, proceedings, lunch and dinner on Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, and coffee or tea during breaks. Soft drinks and light beer for lunch is also included.
The accompanying person fee covers the same but without proceedings and lunches.
The Seminar fee includes lunch, coffee and wine and cheese reception. 

Please note that the evening meal on Monday is not included in any of the two packages.

The Summer school fee includes meals as above starting Friday evening and ending by Sunday lunch.

Room rates include breakfast. 

Credit Cards
All major credit cards are accepted generally in Denmark. If you want to use credit card for taxies, advise the driver at the start of the trip.

Small amounts can be withdrawn at the reception desk. Payment due to the school f.i. drinks etc can be made by credit card as well. 

Major amounts must be withdrawn from teller machines, which ca be found at most banks. Ask the secretariat for the nearest banks.

Currency
The official Danish currency is Kroner (DKK). 

100 EUR = app. 745 DKK; 100 US$ = app. 600 DKK. 

Euros are generally accepted, but change will most often be given in Kroner.

One DKK = 100 oere.
Notes: 50, 100, 200, 500 and 1.000 kroner.
Coins: 25 oere, 50 oere, 1, 2, 5, 10 and 20 kroner.


Excursions
The program does not include excursions etc, but the secretariat will be ready to assist in suggesting and organizing tours to f.i. Kronborg, Copenhagen or nearby Sweden.

Internet Access

Language
Danes speak Danish – what else? – but fortunately most Danes speak English quite well and they are proud of it.

Photo copies
Photo copies can be made at the IGLC secretariat.

Pool tables
Pool tables and dart games can be found in connection with the parterre bars.

Power
220 Volt, 50 hertz.

Proceedings
CDs and DVD’s of the papers can be borrowed at the secretariat if you want to copy the papers to your own computer.

Public transport
All public transport – trains, subway, metro and busses – in the greater Copenhagen area is organized in one system. Tickets can be bought at train stations or from the bus driver. The area is divided into zones and a ticket is valid for travel in 2 to 7 (all) zones.

If you expect to do several trips or is a group it is recommended to by a 10 tour card for the number of zones, you expect to use most often. 

The card must be stamped at the yellow machines at the platform entrance at the station, whereas the ticket is stamped at purchase.

If in doubt ask the secretariat – the system can be quite confusing.

Observe that there is no control at the entrance to trains, subways and the Metro, but spot checks are carried out. The fine for not having a valid ticket is app 500 DKK. 

Reception desk
7.30 – 23.00

Restaurant
Breakfast is served from 7:30 am on all mornings starting Sunday 1st. For lunch and dinner please refer to the conference program.
Please observe that the restaurant does not serve a la carte and that it can not be expected to be open outside the hours mentioned in the program, and thus not for lunch and dinner before Monday.

Site visit
The site visit to the Danish Broadcast Corporation will take place Friday morning. The site is located close to the airport, which will make further transport easy for those leaving on Friday.

Transport back to Elsinore is not included, as we expect participants staying will use the rest of Friday in Copenhagen.

Special Meals
Dietary and vegetarian meals are available at request. Please order in advance at the reception desk.

Taxi
Taxies in Denmark are not cheap. The trip from the Elsinore train station to the LO-school will cost app. 50 DKK. A taxi from Copenhagen will cost app. 500 DKK and from the airport app. 600 DKK. So use of the train service is recommended.

Tipping
Tips are not used in Denmark. However, if you feel satisfied with the service, it is common to add a little to the taxi and to restaurant bills.

Train service
Trains between the airport, Copenhagen Central station (near Tivoli) and Elsinore run every 20 minutes.

First train from Elsinore is at 4:25 am, last train from the central station is at 0:58 am. The travel time is 67 min from the airport and 58 min from the central station. 

The trains also stop at Nørreport and Østerport in central Copenhagen.
The train fare is 59,50 DKK one way (app. US$10).

Transport
From the airport the easiest transport is by train. The ticket counter is found at the end of the arrival hall – just move straight forward after getting through customs, and the platforms are just below. Take the train to ‘Helsingør’.

Return tickets cost twice the price of a single ticket, so don’t bother to by a return ticket unless you are sure you want to use it.
The train ticket is valid for the bus from the station to the LO-school as well.

Vending Machines
Vending machines for snacks, beer and soft drinks can be found at the parterre.

Weather
The Weather in Denmark in August is usually the best part of the summer but a few showers may occur.
